NOTIFICATION
COLLECTION OF STATISTICS AcCT, 2008.

No. DES-1320/846/C.R. 89/Desk-1417.— In exercise of the powers conferred by sections 3 and
4 of the Collection of Statistics Act, 2008 (7 of 2009) read with rules 5 and 7 of the Collection of
Statistics Rules, 2011, the Government of Maharashtra hereby directs collection of statistics of
economic aspects in Organized Manufacturing Sector, Mining Sector and Electricity Sector for
the series of ‘Index of Industrial Production (Base year 2011-12) as per the details mentioned in
Schedule-I.

2. The Government of Maharashtra hereby appoints the officers as per the details mentioned
in Schedule-II, as Statistics Officers in respect of the geographical units mentioned therein for
the purpose of collection of statistics.

3. The officers who may be authorized by Statistics Officer shall in the jurisdiction of the
statistics officer engage in verification of information furnished by each informant, for inspecting
relevant records, and for seeking clarifications, as may be necessary. Each Officer authorised for
Collection of Statistics shall carry a photo identity card or a letter of authorization issued by the
concerned Statistics Officer.

4. The statistics collected in respect of ‘Index of Industrial Production (Base year 2011-12)
furnished by the informants, after due verification and scrutiny, shall be processed by the
Directorate of Economics and Statistics, under the Planning Department of the Government of
Maharashtra.

5. The persons engaged in any activity in respect of ‘Index of Industrial Production (Base
year 2011-12) shall be governed by the provisions under the Collection of Statistics Act, 2008 and
the Collection of Statistics Rules, 2011 framed thereunder. No power has been delegated to any
Statistics Officer under sub-section (4) and (6) of Section 4 of The Collection of Statistics Act, 2008.

Schedule - I

1. Subject and Purpose.— Index of Industrial Production (Base year 2011-12) is a short-
term indicator of industrial growth for the organized sector till the results from the Annual Survey
of Industries (ASI) becomes available to the State Government. The Index of Industrial Production
(Base year 2011-12) is compiled by taking into account the quantities of items produced during the
current month, vis-a-vis the average monthly production (Base year 2011-12). The Index of
Industrial Production (Base year 2011-12) is of paramount importance to the State Government
for planning and implementing industrialization policies and is also being extensively used by
various organizations, including Industry, Research, and Academic Institutions.

2. Geographical area for collection of statistics.— Geographical area for collection of statistics
shall be all the districts of Maharashtra as per the details mentioned in schedule-II.

3. Method of Data Collection.— Notice shall be issued by each Statistics Officer to informants
under his jurisdiction, indicating therein by whom and by which date the identified unit or units
shall provide information in the formats to the Statistics Officer. It is compulsory for informants
to furnish the prescribed information in Electronic Form as may be specified in the Notice.

4. Nature of Informants.— The owner or occupier of a unit (i.e., a factory or establishment
or enterprise) selected for Collection of Production and Value data shall furnish information
about their products to the statistics officer.

5. Date of Submission.— The date for submission of information by each informant shall be
mentioned in the notice of Statistics Officer and it would be before 10th of every month.

6. Reference Period.—The Information on Production and Value data is required to be
furnished month wise from April 2011 to March 2012 and from April 2019 to February 2021 and
thereafter March 2021 onwards before the 10th of next month.

7. Nature of information.— Total quantity of Production and Value data in a month of
production for the item(s) under consideration, mentioned in the Notice, by the Statistics Officer
shall be provided for by 10th of next month. The item details shall be recorded along with complete
updated contact details of the units (official e-mail, mobile, landline number and complete postal
details) by the owner or occupier of the unit (i.e., a factory or establishment or enterprise)

8. Language.— Informant shall furnish the information in English and in Marathi.

9. Inspection of Business Records and Other Records.— Original Records maintained by
Manufacturing Units for Production and Value data may be inspected by the Statistics Officer or
person authorized by him.

10. Obligation of Informant.— The informant shall furnish information in the manner and
by the date mentioned in the notice received by him. The informant should also answer the
questions in relation to the information sought, as may be required by the Statistics Officer or a
person authorized by the Statistics Officer.
