No. DES-2009fCr.No.17K09fDesk~1417.—In the Government Resolution first read above, the
Directorate of Economics and Statistics, Government of Maharashtra was declared as “ Nodal
Agency ” for co-ordination of all statistical activities in various Government Departments in
the State. :

2. In the reference second read above, it was informed that the Ministry of Statistics and
Programme Implementation (MOSPI), Government of India has proposed to launch the India
Statistical Strengthening Project (ISSP) as a Centrally Sponsored Scheme for carrying out
necessary reforms to strengthen the State Statistical System including the Directorate . of
Economics and Statistics and the line departments which are involved in statistical data
collection.

3. In the reference third read above, it was informed that the National Statistical
Commission (NSC) was set up by the Government of India in June, 2005 with a view to evolve
strategies for improving the statistical system in the country and to provide functional autonomy
to the statistical system. It was also informed that the National Statistica) Commission has
been writing to the States to declare the State Directorates of Economics and Statistics (DES)
as the “Nodal Agency” for all the statistical matters in the State, including inter-alia co-ordination
of statistical activities of various line departments with the objective to generate and improve
the quality of data required in different policy areas for objective planning and policy formulation
in the States.

W 4 Inthe reference fourth read above, the Director, Directorate of Economics and Statistics,
Mumbai has submitted proposals to Government for declaring the Directorate of Economics
and Statistics, Government of Maharashtra, as the “Nodal Agency” for all the statistical matters
In the State and Point of Interaction (POI) with the Ministry of Statistics and Programme
Implementation (MOSPI) and requested for the issue of necessary orders,

5. Government, after careful examination of the matter, issues the following notification.
The notification will be published in the Maharashira Government Gazetie.

NOTIFICATION

It has been decided to declare the Directorate of Economics and Statistics, Government of
Maharashtra, as the “Nodal Agency” for developing an efficient statistical system and ensuring
technical co-ordination in all the matters relating to statistical activities in the State. As the
“Nodal Agency”, the Directorate would be broadly responsible for the following functions :—

(1) Co-ordination of Statistical activities of various line Departments/Organisations of
the State. A meeting of Additional Chief Secretaries/Principal Secretaries / Secretaries of
all departments will be held under the chairmanship of Chief Secretary once in three
months. Additional Chief Secretary/ Principal Secretary (Planning) will be Vice-Chairman
and Director, Directorate of Economics and Statistics will act as member secretary for this
meeting,
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(2) Maintenance/Generation of data required in different policy secters and suggesting
measures to improve the guality, coverage, regularity and reliability of data series in the
State,

(3) Taking measures to avoid duplication in collection and compilation of data.,

(4) Adoption of accepted standards in collection, classification, procesging and
dissemination of data both within DES and in the line Departments/Organisations of the
State.

(5} ldentification of gaps in the availability of statistics in different sectors and
suggesting suitable measures for improving the coverage.

(6) Developing/Advising sampling designs and methodologies for collection of data by
various line Departments/ Organisations of the State.

(7) Scrutinizing and examining all Statistical schemes pertaining to all other
Departments/Organisations of the State in respect of objectives and statistical criterion.

(8) Auditing the statistics generated by line Departments/Organisations before it is
released / disseminated and suggesting measures for mmproving the quality/coverage of
data collected.

(9) To Establish the State Data Bank to gather the information of all the Government
A 4 Departments at one place.

(10) To Develop a software for easily making available Statistical information (Data)
to various Departments of State Government, Researchers, NGO and Public in general.

(11) Use of GIS technology for improving quality of available Statistical information.

(12) Identify the training needs and arrange to conduct training programmes to the
Statistical Personnel’s in other departments at State and Division levels.

(13) Time to time visits to various statistical cells for taking review of work of statistieal
cells and submission of report to Government based on such reviews,

(14) Convene regular meeting of the Heads of the Statistical cells for resolving the
technical problems in the implementation of statistical schemes.

The Directorate of Economics and Statistics is also designated to be a Point of Interaction
(POI) with the Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation (MOSPI) for the purpose
of the India Statistical Strengthening Project.
